Scholarships Awarded 

Six (6) $1,000 One-Time Scholarship Awards – Six students receive one-time scholarships of $1,000 
each. The UABAMC reserves the right to adjust the scholarship award for any reason, but the minimum 
allocated to each student will amount to $1,000. Scholarship awardees are expected to attend the 360º 
Scholars Experience program at the UA (the program will be discussed with awardees at a later date). 

One (1) $6,000 Continuing Scholarship Award – This award is granted to the student who achieves the 
highest score based on our scholarship committee evaluation. A $1,500 award will be distributed to the 
recipient each year for four (4) years, contingent upon the recipient maintaining a minimum GPA of 3.25 
and participating in the 360º Scholars Experience program at the UA (the program will be discussed with 
awardees at a later date).
